The Bible classes are helping to train the young in the way they should
go (Pro. 22:6)..

Bible classes are significant because they help prevent unfaithfulness in the
church. We all need encouragement in living the Christian life. Through our Bible
classes, we can encourage and edify one another (Heb. 3:13; 10:24-25) to be strong
in the Lord.
